The competition is open for members of the OYAMA International Karate Federation and other Polish and International organizations invited by the OYAMA PKF.
KATA COMPETITION
The competition is intended for participants over 16 years, that have:
1. Medical certificate, 

2. Application form to participate in competitions confirmed by the club, 

3. ID card, 

4. Clean, white karate-gi, completed with style stripes.

Age categories in KATA (no weapons).
 
1. Older Junior Woman (over 16 y.o. under 18 y.o not finished at the day                                         of the Cup)

2. Older Junior Man (over 16 y.o. under 18 y.o not finished at the day of the Cup)
3. Senior Woman (over 18 y.o.) 

4. Senior Man (over 18 y.o.) 
Rules for qualifying for the OYAMA IKF Open European Cup in Kata
1. During the EC the weapons kata tournament will not be conducted.
2. During the tournament the competitor chooses any 4 kata to demonstrate.
3. The tournament will be conducted by a standard tournament bracket.
KNOCKDOWN COMPETITION

The competition is intended for karate fighters over 18 years, that have:
1. Minimum 4th kyu,

2. Medical certificate,

3. Application form to participate in competitions confirmed by the club, 

4. ID card,

5. Clean, white karate-gi completed with stylish stripes.
Mandatory protection gear of  Knockdown competition: 

• cloth shin / instep guard (white, cotton)                                                                                              
• mouth guard
• man – groin protector , women - chest protector
Weight categories:
Man: under 70 kg., under 80 kg., under 90 kg., above 90 kg.
Women: under 55 kg.,  under 60 kg., above 60 kg.,
Veterans  (Male over 35 y.o.): under 70 kg., under 80 kg., above 80 kg.

Veterans (Female over 35 y.o.): under 65 kg., above 65 kg.
The duration of  fights in Knockdown competition:

· eliminations, first round:  2 minutes and 2 minutes overtime = decision
· semifinals and finals:  2 minutes, 2 minutes overtime, weight, 2 minutes overtime = decision
VETERANS (Male and Female):

· eliminations, semifinals and finals: 2 minutes, 1 minute overtime, weight,                             1 minute overtime  = decision.

Important:

· technique: mae geri jodan and hiza geri jodan are permitted.   
· no grabbing or pushing is permitted,
· no attacks with hands to the head are permitted,
· in the semi-final and final fights, after first draw overtime the winner is the person who is lighter. 

· in the competition of 5 kg weight category, if one of the fighters is lighter about 3 kg or more = winner. In the heaviest weight category limit is 5 kg.

· in the competition of 10 kg weight category, if one of the fighters is lighter about 5 kg or more = winner. In the heaviest weight category limit is 8 kg.

· in justified cases, in place of the two weight categories of seniors: - 90 kg       and + 90 kg allowed the creation of a single weight category: + 80 kg.

· in justified cases, it may be setting up two weight categories of women:            - 60 kg and + 60 kg.

TAMESHIWARI COMPETITION
1. The competition has two attempts of braking of standard boards:

- first attempt will be: shuto
- second: hiji 

2. Before every attempt, each participant declares a number of boards he wants to break. The attempt will qualify if all the boards are broken. If any board stays intact the attempt is considered failed.

3. The competitor that declared the lowest number of boards strikes as first.

4. After the shuto attempt the competitor declares the number of boards for                            a hiji round.

5. After the two rounds are over the referees count the boards. The competitor who broke the highest number of boards wins.

6. If there is a draw there will be a third round. Competitors will use a seiken  technique.

7. If the third round will be inconclusive the competitor that weighs less will be declared champion.

8. The competitor cannot touch the stands or the boards.

9. The competitor will have one minute to make his attempt (after the referee allows it).

10. The minimum number of boards for every attempt is two.

SEMI-KNOCKDOWN COMPETITION
The competition is intended for karate fighters between 14 years (finished at the day  of the cup) to 18 years ( not finished at the day of the cup) : 

I. JUNIOR CATEGORY /14-16 YEARS/ (16 y.o. not finished at the day of the cup)
II. OLDER JUNIOR CATEGORY /16-18 YEARS/ (16 y.o. finished at the day of the cup)
1. Minimum 5 kyu. 

2. Medical certificate. 

3. Application form to participate in competitions confirmed by the club. 

4. ID card. 

5. Clean, white karate-gi completed with stylish stripes.
Mandatory protection gears of Semi Knockdown competition:
• head guard (foam, also protect back of the head) in blue or red color* 

• cloth shin / instep guard (white, cotton)

*Organizer will provide standard head gear if for some reason competitor will fail to have one.
Weight categories: 

I. JUNIORS 14-16 YEARS:

Girls: -45 kg., -50 kg., -55 kg., -60 kg., above 60 kg.
II. OLDER JUNIORS 16 -18 YEARS:
Boys: -60 kg., -65 kg., -70 kg., -75 kg., -80 kg., above 80 kg. 

Girls: -50 kg., -55 kg., -60 kg., above 60 kg.
The duration of  fighting in Semi- knockdown competition:
· eliminations, first round:  2 minutes and 1 minute overtime = decision
· semifinals and finals:  2 minutes, 1 minute overtime, weight, 1 minute overtime  = decision.
Important:
· technique: mae geri jodan and hiza geri jodan are not permitted!.
· no grabbing or pushing is permitted,
· no attacks with hands to the head are permitted,
· in the semi-final and final fights, after first draw overtime the winner is the person who is lighter.
· in the competition of 5 kg weight category, if one of the fighters is lighter about 3 kg or more = winner. In the heaviest weight category limit is 5 kg.
